 “A LICENSE FOR IMMORALITY!”
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“Godless men . . . change the grace of our God into a license for immorality and deny Jesus Christ our only Sovereign and Lord” (Jude 1:4b).  Late on June 24, 2011 by a 33-29 senate vote, New York became the sixth state to issue “marriage” licenses to couples of the same gender.  The bill was defeated in 2007 and 2009, and senate rules were changed twice before it was finally passed.  In a show of jubilant defiance, Governor Andrew Cuomo signed the bill into law in time for the nightly news.

Thirty of the fifty states have constitutional amendments defining marriage as the union of one man and one woman.  Politicians have blocked efforts to amend New York’s constitution since fifty-seven percent of NY voters support marriage in its historic sense.  When a judge overrides the will of the people they serve, as with California Proposition 8, it is called “judicial activism.”  When legislators override the will of the people who elect them, it is betrayal or even mutiny.  At least $2 million was pledged to defeat seven legislators in 2012 who reversed their positions on the bill.

The human species, created in God’s image, exists in two very distinct gender manifestations of male and female (Genesis 1:27).  When our Creator established marriage, he created woman as a helper “suitable” for the man (Genesis 2:18).  The Hebrew word “nehghed” refers to a “counterpart.”  Marriage involves “unity in diversity,” a synergy possible only when the unique qualities of male and female are combined.  Sexual contact between two people of the same gender is inherently immoral and evidence of God’s judgment on a culture.  “God gave them over to shameful lusts.  Even their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural ones.  In the same way the men also abandoned natural relations with women and were inflamed with lust for one another” (Romans 1:26b-27a).
Since God instituted marriage, human laws are ultimately of no consequence.  In reality, marriage is still a covenant between one man and one woman.  Sexual contact between two people of the same gender is still immoral.  While campaigning for president, Abraham Lincoln asked his opponent how many legs a cow has if we call its tail a leg.  His opponent took the bait and answered five.  Lincoln replied that it has only four legs, and that calling its tail a leg does not make it a leg.  Legislators in New York merely voted to license immoral conduct between couples of the same gender.  They could not redefine marriage nor could they legalize sexual immorality.

Warren Jeffs, the incarcerated Mormon leader, argued that his rights were violated because he could not “marry” multiple, underage partners.  The only marriage “right” is for one man to marry one woman.  Despite what laws are passed, “neither the sexually immoral . . . nor adulterers nor male prostitutes nor homosexual offenders . . . will inherit the kingdom of God” (1 Corinthians 6:9b, 10b).  Some states sell homosexual offenders a license and some denominations ordain them, but God still excludes them from his kingdom.  A Boston man sentenced to life in prison for murdering his wife is currently demanding taxpayer funds for “gender reassignment” surgery.  His genitals would be mutilated, allowing him to masquerade as a female with male DNA!  Where will this irrational madness end?
“Marriage should be honored by all, and the marriage bed kept pure, for God will judge the adulterer and all the sexually immoral” (Hebrews 13:4).  Arkansas is one of 30 states with a defense of marriage amendment.  Couples of the same gender are not given “a license for immorality.”  Support for marriage amendments has ranged from 52% in California to 81% in Alabama and Tennessee.  By ignoring both God’s natural law and the will of the people, New York legislators took the United States one step farther down the road to moral anarchy.  Michele Bachmann may worry about political correctness as a candidate but “God’s elect” agree.  God sent America a wakeup call and is definitely trying to get our attention.  Is it too late?  Did we oversleep?
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
